● The investigation and inquiries have revealed the following:

Our investigations have revealed that the person named above resided in France and worked as
a businessman. He had strong connections in France, as well as other significant relationships in
Algeria and Mali. He owns a general administration consulting firm and has advised large
foreign companies. The person named above is also a member of the AID ORIFAN institution
and one of the managers of the company COFOR, which specializes in building and construction
in several countries, including Algeria, and is headquartered in Luxembourg.

● Our investigations also confirm that the named individual is in contact with one named
BOUAICHI, a military officer of Major rank, working as the chief of staff for Khalifa
Haftar. The named individual wishes to provide information leading to Qatar losing the
right to host the 2022 World Cup and intends to visit a foreign state to supply
intelligence officers with the information he possesses.

● Through our secret technical operations, we have confirmed that the aforementioned
individual sent a letter to BOUAICHI, originating from the Qatar Investment Authority,
dated 01/05/2016, marked confidential. The letter was titled (Drafts of the Internal
Rules of the Board of Directors and the Regulation of Personnel Affairs of the Qatar
Investment Authority), another letter titled (2016 Draft Decision of the Board of
Directors of the Qatar Investment Authority concerning the adoption of the Internal
Rules of the Board), and a third letter titled (Regulation of Personnel Affairs of the Qatar
Investment Authority).

● It was also found during the investigations that the aforementioned individual provided
copies of some information to one named Ali Ben Samikh, which was transmitted to us
by the latter.
